We support the five headline challenges set out by DfT which encapsulate what should be the main drivers of transport policy

The five goals are clear enough. The complexities come in how measurable progress can be made and benchmarked in pursuing those goals – as well as in the tensions between the relative priority each is given. 

On supporting economic competitiveness and growth: we would argue that there is a demonstrable case (as highlighted by Eddington) that transport investment in congested areas brings more economic benefits. We would like to see this reflected and measured in overall transport spend.

On carbon: local transport authorities need a national framework in which to work which shows how their contribution will be assessed in the context of national policies on carbon reduction from transport, and in the context of regional and sub-regional policies on overall carbon reduction. Given the complexities of the challenges and choices on carbon (for example on vehicle and fuel technologies) local transport authorities may require guidance (including advisory webhubs) from Government and/or Government agencies and supported organisations. Given the urgency of the task and the long-term implications of decision-making in this area (for example in investing in vehicles or in infrastructure) such advice will be helpful in supporting them on the choices they will need to make on technologies, fuels, sources of grants and the relative vfm and efficacy of different policy options 
On promoting greater equality: PTEs are home to some of the country’s most severe concentrations of social exclusion and inequality. At the same time PTEs have pioneered and promoted some of the most extensive programmes of transport initiatives in the country with a social inclusion focus. In our view this is an area of DfT policy where practitioners on the ground lack a clear sense of a national framework from national government on how we should go forward in this area. For example, interventions with a social inclusion focus can score poorly on conventional cost benefit analysis because such appraisal systems favour schemes which result in significant journey time savings for the currently economically productive. It would be helpful to have a clearer steer from DfT that such schemes are of value because of the specific inclusion benefits they result in. There are many other examples of where a clearer strategy from DfT on transport and social inclusion policies and priorities would be helpful and we have been pursuing these in an on-going dialogue with DfT Accessibility and Equalities Unit. However, in short we feel that more than five years on from the SEU report on transport and social inclusion there is a need for the DfT to provide an update, and a fresh national framework for this priority area.
